Homeland Security Public Safety Training Center

Thisfacility, proposed for Vley Road Extension, is undergoing review by the
Town’s regulatory boards in advance of alease for use of this town-owned
property. A consortium will operate the facility, and is comprised of the Glen-
ville Fire Training Facility Inc., Schenectady County Community College, St.
Clare sEMT Program, Region 5 Law Enforcement Training Academy and
Schenectady Fire Department HAZMAT.

GSA

Asthe U.S. Genera Services Administration (GSA) prepares to divest property
in the Corporations/Industrial Park area, two studies are occurring. One will
determine the extent of contamination on the property and prepare a plan for
remediation, and the other study will develop a master plan for the entire indus-
trial parks area. Property may be acquired by the town or Metroplex, in part
based upon study results.

Release of this property is critical to increasing our commercial tax base, thus
helping to reduce the pressure of taxes on homeowners.

Town Water Supply Pumping Sation

Thetown’s new water pumping station (located adjacent to the existing station
off Van Buren Lane near the Mohawk River) is nearing completion and is
planned to be online this spring. The new pumping station provides needed re-
dundancy of supply, additional pumping capacity (from 4.1 mil. gal./day to 6
mil. gal./day), and reliability. The existing infrastructure is 40+ years old, and
will undergo rehabilitation in afuture phase of improvement. In addition, new
back-up generating power adds further reliability of supply in case of emergen-
cies/outages. These improvements are part of a comprehensive set of improve-
ments that upgrade the town’s water system in the areas of storage capacity,
pumping capability, redundancy, and buildings and equipment.

Reminder: Town fire hydrants may not be operated by anyone except town and
fire department personnel unless a permit is obtained from the Department of
Public Works. Thisrestricted access is necessary to ensure the integrity of the
water supply.

Indian Meadows Park Playground

A new playground at Indian Meadows Park will be officially opened and dedi-
cated in April 2007. A significant contribution from the Kiwanis Club of Sco-
tiaGlenville and a grant through the Empire State Development Corporation
allowed this mgjor park improvement to occur. This new, impressive play-
ground and equipment is now available for use by all our families and children.

After alengthy and arduous process for residents and all involved, the Alplaus Sewer District expansion
and upgrades have been approved by gaining the required number of signatures on a petition that represents
over 50 percent of the properties and assessed value in the district.

The Alplaus Residents Association and President Barb Casey, as well as the many volunteersinvolved, are
thanked for their steadfastness and hours of time devoted to the project.

Lowe' s Home Improvement Centers

At thiswriting, Lowe' s Home Centers, Inc. is undergoing the town’s regulatory review process which may
culminate in the construction of a 172,000+ sg. ft. home center on Freemans Bridge Road.

Town Center

While vacant properties still exist in our Town Center (Mayfair area), significant interest and activity will
likely lead to concrete developments during 2007. The town’s web page and local newspapers will provide
updates.

Town Administrator

Early in 2006, our Town Board determined that atown of Glenville' s size, complexity, and level of devel-
opment activity needed a Town Administrator/Chief Operating Officer. We need to better integrate, syn-
chronize, and coordinate the daily operations of 14 departments, over 100 employees, and $16,000,000 in
fiscal activities. The current system of having part-time elected officials supervise and manage daily opera-
tions, inter-government collaborations, new economic development activities, and strategic planning has
proven to be inefficient, and often ineffective, for our citizens. The Town Administrator will report to the
Town Board.

Town Maps

The town has contracted with IMAPCO to produce 10,000 new Glenville maps. The last time IJIMAPCO
produced a Glenville Town map wasin 1991. The maps will also include information on town parks and
preserves, demographics, town history, and key contacts.

To offset the town’s production costs, we will be charging $1.00 for each map. Maps will be available for
purchase late this spring at the Town Clerk’ s Office at the Glenville Municipal Center.

“ Can you hear me now?” department...

The Town of Glenville will soon have our phone system reconfigured to a more user friendly format.
Changes include: organized by both services and departments, ability to exit voice mail and access a person
at any time and no ‘dead ends'. We appreciate your patience while working through any system “bugs.”

IN CASE OF EMERGENCY

While the Schenectady County Department of Emergency Management provides oversight on emergency
services throughout the county, if alocal emergency should arise, our town dispatch center is the point of con-
tact for both reporting and information. 911 should be used for any time-sensitive emergency event, and all
other calls should use 384-3444.

Specific information on emergency preparedness as well as a Voluntary Evacuation Registry (for seniors and
special needs residents) can be found on the Schenectady County website at www.schenectadycounty.com.

With spring just around the corner, thoughts start to turn to swimming pools. A swimming pool is
any structure intended for swimming or recreational bathing that is able to contain over 24 inches of water.
This includes in-ground, aboveground, and on-ground swimming pools, hot tubs and spas. All pools that fit
into this category require building permits.

Swimming pools are not allowed in any front yard, and must be at least ten feet
from the property lines. All pools shal be provided with abarrier that meetsthe NY S
Building Code. Barriers must be at least 48” in height in addition to meeting all other
requirements.

If you’ re thinking about a pool this summer, stop in and see us, or give us acall and we will be
happy to assist you in your application. Enjoy your summer and your pools!

Last but not least, we can never stress enough that emergency preparedness is essential. Do you
have the number for poison control handy? Have you checked or replaced your smoke detectors? Do you
have a carbon monoxide detector? Are your house numbers clearly posted (and well-lit) so that they are
visible from the road? Have you talked with your family about an emergency escape plan in the event of a
fire? We need to help those that are trying to help us, and these types of things will let us all sleep better at
night.

Highway Hi-lights

It's that time of year again, Spring Clean-up. This year the Bulk Item Program will begin on April 30™.
As in past years, one pass will be made through town, so please be ready for the trucks. Some acceptable
items include furniture; rugs and carpets no longer than 4’, rolled & tied; mattresses and box springs;
wood no longer than 4’ and no wider than 3” diameter, tied & bundled; grills, (no propane tanks); sinks,
toilets, tubs; appliances, (doors must be removed from all refrigerators and freezers); metal items no
longer than 6. Metal items must be placed in a separate pile from other items. All items must be placed
on the edge of your property - please remember it is illegal to place anything in the roadway.

The Leaf and Brush Program will begin the first week of April and run until Thanksgiving. Leaves must
be bagged in biodegradable yard waste bags or in trash cans no heavier than 40 Ibs. Brush must be tied
and bundled, and not longer than 4’ long and 3" in diameter. Bagged leaves and brush can be placed at
the edge of your property/driveway on your regular trash pickup day, and should be placed on the oppo-
site side of your rubbish containers.

Due to the ground not fully freezing and snow cover, wing cuts are sometimes made where it is difficult to
see where lawns and pavement meet. As always, each crew will make a pass through their route to make
any necessary repairs to lawn edges.

Implementation strategies for open space preservation

All of the above items, the community survey results from mid-
2006, recommendations, funding options, and various other topics will

be included in the Open Shace Plan. The Committee anticipates that the draft plan will be completed by summer,

2007.

Asfor additional public information meetings, the next scheduled meeting will be April 26th, 7:00 p.m., at
the Glenville Senior Center, 32 Worden Road, with another to follow around the time of completion of the draft Open

Space Plan.

What's a four-letter word for ‘ stream’ ?

Many peoplereadizethat “kill,” (when referring to a body of water) isaDutch word that trandates to “stream.” With
the Dutch having figured prominently in the early settlement of the Capital District, a number of “kills’ remain on
our maps.

AlplausKill — Thelargest of Glenville's Mohawk River tributaries, the Alplaus Kill’ s source is northern Charlton,
and is at its most glorious tumbling over the waterfalls as it crosses Rt. 50 near the Mill Stone Lodge (formerly Kris-
tel Inn). The Alplaus Kill empties into the Mohawk River in the hamlet of Alplaus (formerly “ Aaplaats,” aso Dutch,
meaning “ place for eels.”)*

Indian Kill — This stream traverses many neighborhoods and meanders through the southern wetlands of Indian
Meadows Park. Running easterly from Swaggertown Rd. to east of Hetcheltown Rd., then into the AlplausKill, the
Indian Kill is most visible where it crosses Rt. 50 north of Mayfair, and in the Indian Kill Nature Preserve.

Verf Kill — A Mohawk River tributary, the Verf Kill carves a deep ravine running southerly between Waters and
Johnson Rds. The Mohawk Indians called this stream the “Tequatsera,” or “place of the wooden spoon.” The Dutch
later named it “ Druyberg Kill,” then mapped it asthe “Verf Kill,” meaning “Color Creek,” for ayellowish minera
deposit along its banks, purportedly used by the Mohawks for paint.*

Crabb Kill —Also caled the “Crabbs Kill,” thiskill runs easterly, crossing North and Sacandaga Rds., discharging
to the Alplaus Kill in Charlton. Name origin is unknown.

Fallen TreeKill — The Fallen Tree Kill runs northerly, west of upper Ridge Rd., crossing West Glenville Rd., emp-
tying into the Crabb Kill. Formerly the “Fall TreeKill,” the name origin isindefinite, used first in pioneer days. A
probabl e explanation would be atree having fallen over the creek, thereby serving as alandmark and/or footbridge.*

KrommeKill — This stream runs easterly and is inconspicuous except when flooding the north side of Sunnyside
Rd. Its headwaterslie west of Ridge Rd., but outlets into the Mohawk River, east of Freemans Bridge Rd. The
Kromme Kill has avery large watershed for such a small stream, which partly explains its propensity to flood.

No longer a“kill,” Washout Creek during Colonial times was known as “Arent Mebie’ s Kill,” then as“Walton
Creek,” and eventually “Washout Creek.”*

No doubt there are other “kills’ in our town. Glenville is characterized by colorful place names, with the “kills’ oc-
cupying asmall slice of the interesting place name pie.

Assessor’s Corner Lot:

After completion of atown wide reassessment
(revaluation) in 2006, the town has decided to adopt
athree-year cycle of revaluation. Reassessments are
designed to provide equity among taxpayers and en-
sure that all property owners share equally in future
property-based taxes.

Reassessment of town properties does not automati-
cally increase property taxes. Typically, about 1/3 of
the properties increase in value, 1/3 stay the same,
and up to /3 will decrease in value. All property
assessments are influenced by what is happening to
all property values (sales) in our town aswell as
changes to the owner’ s property.

Taxes are ultimately determined by the taxing enti-
ties annual budgets (county, school, town, local
fire/water/sewer/drainage/lighting/etc. districts).
