Ikmow that many of you are carefidly following the Town budeet process. As a result of 2 contioued
shumpins ecopomy and reductions in anticipated revemne, the Town Board hed to make some diffioult
decizons to ensare thet oar 2008 budeet was belanced without pessing on the need for a sipmificent
property tax inmrease to property owners. The Town Bosrd adopted a $16.8 million budest while
maintining a find balance of approximately $200,000, which resulted in a 6.1% town property

fax increxse. What does this mean to youT Well, if you live in a $173,000 house, your town property
and hapin es increased by just sbout $35 for the year

“Acconntsbility” is the theme for this year's badget process. Forimately, for the first quaner of 2008,
the fund balance grew to §1.6 milkon. Revennes and expenszes sre within 2% of target for the first quarter
of 2008 projected to year-end. However, we must keen a waichfil eye on the rising costs of fisel, food
and madical expenszes and how these affect other products and services we rely upon to meet deily
operstional needs of the Town. Crar compritmeent &= to confinue to provide residents of the Town

with esseniiel and vital services by the most efficent mezns possible.

Cm the development fonf, there i3 exciing news to report. Mumicipel sewer exbension projects

are currently underway for the residents of Alplan:, where we expect construction and installation

12 be comipleted by mud-suammer We are in the final desipn stages for @ smeller sewer ewsnsion project
for the Wiodcrest neighbarheod a5 well, and antcipate consmucton later thes year, if the weather
cogperates.
